Ms. H.K. Sanhotra, Assistant Commissioner & Member Secretary welcomed the Chairman and the Members present. She presented a brief of the functioning of Kendriya Vidyalaya Sangathan. She informed that Kendriya Vidyalaya Sangathan was established on 15th December 1965 with the following fourfold mission:-

1 To cater to the educational needs of children of transferable Central Government employees.

2 To pursue excellence and set pace in the field of education.

3 To initiate, experiment and innovate in education in collaboration with other bodies like CBSE, NCERT, etc.

4 To develop spirit of National integration and create sense of Indianness among children.

Shri Isampal, Education Officer presented the report on important achievements of the Region.

A review of minutes of last meeting of the Regional Advisory Committee held on Oct. 16, 2007 was taken as follows:

i) The suggestions of introducing the subjects like Secretarial Course, Fashion Designing, Physical Education and Hygiene & Nutrition have been taken up with KVS(HQ), New Delhi. Introduction of Physical Education and Hygiene & Nutrition have been agreed to.

ii) A one day workshop on Action Research has been conducted by Dr. S.R. Pandian, HOD, Education, Mumbai University. One teacher from each Vidyalaya has been trained for the needful. As a result as many as 12 quality innovative papers have been identified and sent to KVS(HQ) for consideration for necessary awards.

iii) New Library policy providing core collection of books including reference books and encyclopedias has been received from KVS(HQ) and implemented. Book reviews are being maintained.



iv) The region has bagged again for the second year in succession the largest no. of medals in the 38th KVS National Sports Meet held at Bhopal and became Champions in Boys & Girls wing as well as overall champion.

v) Two KVs viz. Yawatmal and Dhule have been functioning w.e.f. 1st April, 2007. Two more locations viz. Nanded and Talegoan have been identified. Necessary feasibilities are being explored. However, location between Belapur and RAF has yet to be identified.

vi) Efforts are on to develop alumni in all KVs. The websites of few KVs have provided alumni corner.

vii) Under mother link schools KV-BEG, Pune has set up networking with schools located in neighborhood.

viii) Towards the efforts result of class X has increased to 98.42. However, the result of class XII needs improvement. All-out efforts are going on.

The Members appreciated the progress made.

Agenda subjects were taken up as follows:

1. Implementation of Academic policies:- The Assistant Commissioner informed the members about academic policies of Kendriya Vidyalaya Sangathan. She presented the highlights of the on-going academic programmes. She informed the members about the provisions of Common Minimum Programme for the qualitative improvement in Primary Education, the latest programme received from KVS(HQ), New Delhi. Its components like support management, monitoring, re-designing of timetable in accordance with NCF 2005 philosophy, exposure to the child, etc. were presented and discussed about.

The Committee recommended the introduction of Hygiene & Nutrition as an optional course at +2 stage, with vocational orientation. The Chairman opined that the awareness about nutritious food may be stressed upon the students. National Institute of Nutrition, Hyderabad may be consulted, if needed. 

2. Academic innovations & experiments:- The members were appraised of the scheme of incentive award for ten best innovative projects/ papers prepared by the teachers. It was informed that as many as 12 quality papers were sent to KVS(HQ) for necessary consideration for the award. Chairman suggested that KVs, as a project, may take-up the job of bringing out literature on the Great Men and Women of India. The names may be assigned as a project to the Vidyalayas for collecting and compiling the information about our great leaders with the aim of promoting value education.

3. Facilities of Libraries, Laboratories, Audio / Visual aids, etc.:- The Assistant Commissioner informed that all the libraries of the region have been digitalized and more & more books desired by students are being bought in accordance with the New Library Policy. Its components like core collection of books that include reference books, encyclopedias, and e-resources, formation of seven members committee that includes two students of standard 7th onward, maintaining book reviews, proper cataloguing, indexing, etc. were presented and discussed.

ICT is being used for the benefit of students. The power point presentation has become a routine affair in KVs. Efforts are on to raise computer-pupil ratio 1:20 instead of current ratio 1:28. The project like Think.com and project Shiksha are going on in full swing.

4. Games, Sports and Cultural activities:- The Assistant Commissioner informed that Kendriya Vidyalaya Sangathan, Mumbai bagged for the second year in succession the largest number of medals and became Champion in both boys and girls wing and also overall Champion in the Kendriya Vidyalaya Sangathan National Sports Meets held in Oct. 2007 at Bhopal. The Members felt very happy about it.

The Members were informed about the conduct of the National Social Science Exhibition-cum National Integration Camp by Mumbai Region on September 6-8, 2008. The region made the following achievements: 

(i) Lifted trophy for group dance (state).

(ii) IInd position in elocution, IIIrd in English debate and Zugalbandi each and Ist position in sketch-collage.

(iii) Ist position in exhibition, both in State and Country.

5. Suggesting suitable location for the new KVs:-  Two new Kendriya Vidyalayas have been opened at Yawatmal and Dhule, functioning w.e.f. 01.04.2007. The efforts are being made to locate sites for opening of few more Kendriya Vidyalayas especially in the districts having no Kendriya Vidyalaya. Proposals for KVs at Nanded and Talegoan have been received and feasibility reports sought. It was suggested that New Mumbai under Raigarh district (between Belapur and RAF) may have a Kendriya Vidyalaya. Shri S.C. Jaini, Commissioner of Income Tax & Chairman of the committee being connected with Railways has been requested to look into the scope. The Chairman was also requested to facilitate the issue of transfer of land at Yawatmal. The Chairman assured the needful. The Assistant Commissioner also narrated the problem regarding electricity & water at KV Manmad. The Chairman proposed to liaise with the railway to try & help to solve the problem.

6. Generating resources through alumni, MP funds, etc.:- It was suggested that each Kendriya Vidyalaya may identify a cause to generate resources. All Kendriya Vidyalayas should have alumni corner on their websites. The Chairman wanted to know if the Kendriya Vidyalayas have any requirement to be made through corporates. The Assistant Commissioner expressed that Kendriya Vidyalayas have enough funds and are self-sufficient. The Chairman felt that funds from alumni, MP funds, etc may be accepted, if offered. The necessary feasibility could be explored.

7. Networking of KVs with other educational institutions for sharing innovative practices for quality improvement:- The House was informed that KV-BEG, Pune was a smart school with plenty of resources in computer education. It has set-up networking with schools located in the neighbourhood. It was felt that exchange of ideas and experiences always enriches the teachers. The Chairman opined that the creative teaching-learning practices and work culture of KVs should percolate to non- KVs. The Chairman proposed that teachers could be exposed to other schools which adopt different methods of teaching, for example Chinnmay Mission schools, J. Krishnamurthy schools, etc. He further suggested that more & more teachers should be deputed on foreign assignment under Teacher Exchange Programme like Full Bright.

8. Any other point with the permission of the Chair:-  Members suggested that :
a) Recruitment should be a fast process. Interviews could be held in different cities rather than centralized.

b) Vacancies for long period affects teaching. The same could be filled up as early as possible.

c) The process of recruitment and transfer should be decentralized.

The House concluded with the presentation on Value Education made by Shri S.C. Jaini, Commissioner of Income-Tax & the Chairman of the Committee. It was followed by discussion and suggestions of its application in schools.
